Trustee Board Members retiring after three years may be reappointed for a second three-
year term (to end at the conclusion of the Board meeting following the third anniversary of
the commencement of that term) after which, and subject to Article 34, they may not be
reappointed until the Board meeting following the anniversary of the commencement of
his or her break from office.

Should the Trustee Board Members decide there are exceptional circumstances in which
it will be in the best interests of the Company for a Trustee Board Member retiring after
serving two three-year terms not to take a break from office, the restrictions set out in
Article 33 will not apply. In these circumstances the relevant Trustee Board Member may
be reappointed for a term of one further year, which, subject to Article 35 may be renewed
for further terms of one year, with the reasons for the decision recorded in the Trustee
Board Minutes. Any additional term of one year shall end at the conclusion of the first
Board meeting following the anniversary of the commencement of that term.

No Trustee Board Member may be reappointed under Article 34 for more than three
additional terms of one years (serving nine consecutive years in total) without a rigorous
review and justification, both of which shall be recorded in the Company’s annual report.

If the retirement of a Trustee Board Member under Article 32 causes the number of
Trustee Board Members to fall below that set out in Article 27 then the retiring Trustee
